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Stony Brook University's students topped the All In

Challenge charts with more than 1,300 students pledging to
wote in the 2018 Midterm Election on Tuesday. Among the 455
universities participating in the challenge, Stony Brook's
participation was the highest, earning Stony Brook first place in
the national challenge.

According to the National Study of Learning, Voting, and
Engagement from the Jonathan M. Tisch College of Citizenship
and Public Senvice at Tufts University, about 43 percent of
Stony Brook University students voted in the November 2012
Presidential Election - 3.7 percentage points lower than all
colleges and universities nationwide.
